power plant adjacent to the existing Clayville Substation. Construction is scheduled to begin in January
2014. This request for proposals is for the lease of office trailers to be located at the Clayville Unit 1
construction site. A first trailer (the VMEU trailer) will be occupied by VMEU personnel beginning in late
February 2014. The VMEU trailer will be leased for a minimum term of 15 months, with automatic
extensions on a month-by-month basis.
