Furthermore, no person shall be appointed as
Director of the Police Department unless such person shall either have ten (10) years of
administrative experience in business, government or police administration; and

WHEREAS, the Director shall be appointed for and serve during the term of office of the
Mayor appointing him and until appointment and qualification of a successor; and

WHEREAS, Edwin F. Alicea, Sr. meets qualifications as defined in Ordinance No. 1046
for appointment to position of Director of the Police Department of the City of Vineland.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Council of the City of Vineland that the
action of the Mayor of the City of Vineland in appointing Edwin F. Alicea, Sr. as Director of the
Police Department designed as Director of Public Safety, to be paid in the same manner as other
directors and officers of the City of Vineland, is hereby ratified and confirmed, said appointment
effective as of May 14, 2014.
