WHEREAS, the Assistant Business Administrator has, under date of May 5, 2015 

submitted a written report and tabulation of the bids received and has recommended that an open-

end contract for the furnishing and delivery of Liquid Blended Ortho/Polyphosphate for Water 

Treatment, be awarded to Shannon Chemical Corp., Malvern, PA, in the amount of $41,022.00, 

said bid being the lowest qualified bid received and considered in the best interest of the City of 

Vineland; and

Aqua Smart Inc., This bidder’s product is not equal to the current product. Said 
  Atlanta, GA bidder changed the gallons from 8,600 to 3200 and changed 

the brand name to Seaquest instead of Shannon Chemical 
Corp. SLI-5270 brand. The chemical makeup of the  
Product is different; now, therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Vineland that said open-end contract 

for the furnishing and delivery of Liquid Blended Ortho/Polyphosphate for Water Treatment, for 

a period of one year from date of award, with option for an additional year, be and the same is 

awarded to Shannon Chemical Corp., Malvern, PA, on their bid in the amount of $41,022.00, 

said bid being the lowest qualified bid received and considered in the best interest of the City of 

Vineland, and the Purchasing Agent be and the same is hereby authorized and directed to issue 

purchase order contract for the same in behalf of the City; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Comptroller has certified that the funds for 

the contract to be awarded herein are available.
