Disclosure of the minutes of the closed meeting authorized above between the
Mayor, Members of City Council, City Clerk and Staff, City Solicitor and Staff,
Assistant Business Administrator and Staff, Director of the Municipal Utilities and
Staff and the Electric Utility Consultant shall be made following the final decision
and determination of said matter which is estimated to be 120 days.
