A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE FILING OF
APPLICATIONS WITH THE FEDERAL EMERGENCY
MANAGEMENT AGENCY FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE
FY 2015 ASSISTANCE TO FIREFIGHTERS GRANT
PROGRAM.

WHEREAS, the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) has announced the
availability of grant funding to local fire departments under the FY 2015 Assistance to
Firefighters Grant Program; and

WHEREAS, applicants of 100,000 and fewer in population may apply for grants of up to
$1,000,000 in each of the following categories:

= Operations and Safety (includes training, wellness and fitness, equipment, personal
protective equipment, modifications to facilities)

= Vehicle Acquisition
WHEREAS, in jurisdictions with more than 20,000 residents, but not more than
1,000,000 residents, the applicant shall agree to make available non-federal funds in an amount

equal to and not less than 10 percent of the grant awarded; and

WHEREAS, the City of Vineland Fire Department desires to submit applications
requesting funding as follows:

Operations and Safety

Updated Rescue Equipment $ 277,496.00
Less: 10% match — City of Vineland Funds 27,749.60
Total Federal Funding Request: $ 249,746.40

WHEREAS, said applications are considered to be in the best interest of the City of
Vineland;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Vineland:

1. THAT the City of Vineland Fire Department is hereby authorized and directed to file
applications with the Federal Emergency Management Agency for participation in the
FY 2015 Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program for the above-referenced purposes.

2. THAT the Mayor and City Clerk of the City of Vineland are hereby authorized and

directed to execute said Applications and other related documents on behalf of the City
of Vineland.

Other Eligibility Criteria

National Fire Incident Reporting System (NFIRS)

NFIRS reporting is not a requirement to apply for any AFG Program; however fire departments that
receive funding under this program must agree to provide information to the NFIRS for the period
covered by the assistance. If a recipient does not currently participate in the incident reporting system
and does not have the capacity to report at the time of the award, that recipient must agree to provide
information to the system for a twelve-month period commencing as soon as possible after they develop
the capacity to report. Capacity to report to the NFIRS must be established prior to the termination of the
one-year performance period. The recipient may be asked by FEMA to provide proof of compliance in
reporting to NFIRS. Any recipient that stops reporting to NFIRS during their grant’s period of
performance may be subject to the remedies for noncompliance at 2 C.F.R. § 200.338, unless they have
yet to develop the capacity to report to NFIRS, as described above.

There is no NFIRS reporting requirements for nonaffiliated EMS organizations and State Fire Training
Academies.

National Incident Management System (NIMS) Implementation

AFG applicants are not required to be in compliance with the National Incident Management System
(NIMS) to apply for AFG funding or to receive an AFG award. Any applicant that receives an FY 2015
AFG award must achieve the level of NIMS compliance required by the authority having command and
control jurisdiction over the applicant’s emergency service operations (e.g., a local government), prior to
the end of the grant’s period of performance.

Maintenance of Effort

An applicant seeking an AFG Grant shall agree to maintain, during the term of the grant, the applicant’s
aggregate expenditures relating to activities allowable under this NOFO, at not less than 80 percent of
the average amount of such expenditures in the two preceding fiscal years to the year this grant is
awarded.

Cost Share or Match
Recipient cost sharing is generally required as described below.

In general, eligible applicant shall agree to make available in non-federal funds, an amount equal to and
not less than 15 percent of the grant awarded, except for entities serving small communities:

*  When serving a jurisdiction of 20,000 residents or fewer, the applicant shall agree to make
available non-federal funds in an amount equal to and not less than 5 percent of the grant
awarded.

¢ When serving a jurisdiction of more than 20,000 residents, but not more than 1,000,000
residents, the applicant shall agree to make available non-federal funds in an amount equal to and
not less than 10 percent of the grant awarded.

¢ When serving a jurisdiction of more than 1,000,000 residents, the applicant shall agree to
provide non-federal funds in an amount equal to and not less than 15 percent of the grant
awarded.

The cost share for SFTAs will be based on the total population of the State.
