NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

Problem Statement:

Impaired driving remains a significant issue, both in New Jersey and nationally. In 2014, alcohol
impaired fatalities (based on all drivers and motorcycle riders with a .08 BAC or higher)
accounted for 293% of New Jersey’s traffic fatalities. This project will provide funding to
implement a statewide impaired driving enforcement campaign as part of the 2016 Drive Sober or
Get Pulled Over Year End Holiday Crackdown.

Between December 9, 2016 and January 1, 2017, police officers, on an overtime basis, will conduct
special enforcement patrols targeting impaired drivers. The patrols w1ll consist of roving
patrols and fixed checkpoints.
