RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN AGREEMENT WITH EASTER 
SEALS SOCIETY OF NEW JERSEY, INC., (ESSNJ) FOR THE YEAR 
2017 TO ASSIST WITH THE COLLECTION OF ROAD SIDE 
LITTER AND ILLEGAL DUMPING CLEANUPS FOR THE CITY OF 
VINELAND UNDER THE NJ CLEAN COMMUNITIES PROGRAM. 

WHEREAS, the City of Vineland desires to enter into an agreement with the Easter Seals 

Society of New Jersey Inc., (ESSNJ) for assistance with the collection of litter on City streets, roads 

and public lands under the City of Vineland Clean Communities Program, and  

WHEREAS, the funding for this program through the 2016 Clean Communities Grant.

WHEREAS, the Local Public Contracts Law (NJSA 40A:11-1 et seq.) requires  

that the resolution authorizing the award of contracts without competitive bids and the contract itself 

be available for public inspection; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Vineland as 

follows: 

1. Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute an agreement with Easter
Seal Society of New Jersey, Inc., for assistance with the collection of litter on City streets,
roads and public lands under the City of Vineland Clean Communities Program for the period
of 12 months from January 1, 2017 as stated above, and as authorized by the Assistant
Director of Solid Waste Management through the Purchasing Agent, for a total of
$49,464.22.

2. THAT this contract is awarded without competitive bidding in accordance with 40A:11-
5(1)(n) of the Local Public Contract Law which states that competitive bidding is not
required for the doing of any work by handicapped persons employed by a sheltered
workshop.
