RESOLUTION NO. 2017- 234

A RESOLUTION APPROVING CHARGE AGAINST VARIOUS LAND FOR
LAND CLEARANCE AND AUTHORIZING SAID CHARGE TO BECOME A
LIEN UPON SUCH LAND AND TO BE ADDED TO AND BECOME A PART
OF THE TAXES TO BE ASSESSED AND LEVIED UPON SUCH LAND.

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 1127 provides for the Removal or Destruction of Brush,
Weeds, and Other Obnoxious Growth, Filth, Garbage, Trash and Debris, by the Owner or Tenant
of Lands Lying Within the City of Vineland, within ten (10) days after notice to remove or
destroy the same; providing for the removal or destruction of brush, weeds, other obnoxious
growth, filth, garbage, trash and debris by the City Engineer, or the Director of Licenses &
Inspection or their designee where said owner or tenant shall have refused or neglected to remove
or destroy same; and providing penalties for the violation of said Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the following owners were all notified pursuant to the provisions of
Ordinance No. 1127 to have said lots cleared:

5. CitiFinancial Servicing LLC, Irving, TX, owner of property located at 1018 New
Pear Street, designated as Block 3102, Lot 13, and
WHEREAS, said owners refused and/or neglected to have the lots cleared after proper
notification was given pursuant to Sections 2 and 3 of the Ordinance; and
WHEREAS, the Business Administrator been has notified that said lots were cleared by
City forces; and
WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 1127 provides under Section 5 that in all cases where such
conditions are abated by the City Engineer or the Director of Licenses & Inspection or their
designee shall certify the cost thereof to the Council of the City of Vineland, which shall examine
the certificate, and, if found correct, shall cause the cost as shown thereon to be charged
against such land. The amount so charged shall forthwith become a lien upon such land and shall
be added to and become a part of the taxes next to be assessed and levied upon such lands, the
same to bear interest at the same rate as taxes, and shall be collected and enforced by the City of
Vineland Tax Collector; and
WHEREAS, the total amount of the charges to be assessed against such land for the cost
