 WHEREAS, on June 28, 2016, the City Council of the City of Vineland adopted 

Resolution 2016-212 authorizing the execution of a cost reimbursement agreement with the New 

Jersey Department of Transportation (NJ DOT) with regards to Landis Avenue traffic signal 

upgrades Phase 1 under Federal Project Number  CM-1030 (109) (Agreement); and 

 

 WHEREAS, from time to time amendments to the Agreement based upon necessary 

modification requirements, which have no financial obligations for the City, are required to be

 WHEREAS, the City Council recognizes such modifications are more efficiently and 

effectively submitted by allowing the Mayor and Clerk to execute any and all City cost neutral 

modifications as recommended by the City Engineer use without Council approval. 

 

 NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Vineland that the 

Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized to execute any and all City cost neutral modifications to 

the cost reimbursement agreement with the New Jersey Department of Transportation approved 

by Resolution 2016- 212 as recommended by the City Engineer.
