RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF AN 

APPLICATION FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE DEFENSE 

LOGISTICS AGENCY DISPOSITION SERVICES, LAW 

ENFORCEMENT SUPPORT OFFICE FOR EXCESS 

DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE PERSONAL PROPERTY FOR 

THE VINELAND POLICE DEPARTMENT. 

WHEREAS,  the United States Secretary of Defense is authorized in accordance with 10 

USC § 2576a to transfer to Federal and State/Territory Law Enforcement Agencies, personal 

property that is excess to the needs of the Department of Defense, including small arms and 

ammunition that is suable to be used by such agencies for law enforcement activities, which 

program is known as the Law Enforcement Support Program and commonly referred to as the 

“LESO Program” or “1033 Program” and is administered by Defense Logistics Agency; and 

WHEREAS, the Governor of the State of New Jersey has authorized the implementation 

of this program statewide to support assistance to Law Enforcement Agencies including the 

Vineland Police Department; and  

WHEREAS, the Chief of Police has requested that the City of Vineland participate in the 

application for such personal property to be used by the Vineland Police Department in law 

enforcement activities.  

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Vineland that the 

Chief of the Vineland Police Department is hereby authorized to execute the application for 

participation in the Defense Logistics Agency Law Enforcement Support Office to receive 

personal property that is excess to the needs of the Department of Defense including small arms 

and ammunitions in the form and substance as attached hereto and made a part hereof.
