2. THAT the Purchasing Agent is hereby authorized and directed to issue an amendment to

Contract No. C19-0119, issued to General Chemical and Supply Inc., Moorestown, NJ,

for the furnishing and delivery of Janitorial Supplies, exercising the one additional year

option renewal through December 31, 2021 for an estimated amount of $4,335.32.
