A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF AN 

APPLICATION FOR A FIVE YEAR, $125,000.00 PER YEAR 

GRANT, SUBJECT TO FUNDING PER YEAR, FOR 

FINANCIAL AND TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE FOR 

NEIGHBORHOOD REVITALIZATION BY AND THROUGH 

THE NEIGHBORHOOD PRESERVATION PROGRAM, NEW 

JERSEY DEPARTMENT OF COMMUNITY AFFAIRS. 

WHEREAS, the State of New Jersey Department of Community Affairs has available 

funding designated for the Neighborhood Preservation Program (NPP) which is available to 

municipalities that meet the NPP eligibility criterion geographically targeted census tracts of which 

Vineland qualifies; and  

WHEREAS, the funds may be used for neighborhood preservation and revitalization 

activities consisting of housing and economic development activities; and 

WHEREAS, the grant funding consists of $125,000.00 more or less per year for five years 

provided continued funding exists and Vineland continues to qualify; and 

WHEREAS, City Council of the City of Vineland has determined there is a need for said 

funding in accordance with the Eligible Activities specified in the NPP guidelines and finds it in 

the best interest of the City to authorize the Economic Development Director to make application 

for the grant funding.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Vineland that the 

Director of Economic Development is hereby authorized to execute any and all documents 

necessary to apply for the FY 2022 Program Partner program through the Neighborhood 

Preservation Program, , New Jersey Department of Community Affairs. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Clerk are authorized to execute the 

grant agreement and authorizes the expenditure of funds pursuant to the terms of the agreement.
