A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A 

PROFESSIONAL SERVICE AGREEMENT BY AND 

BETWEEN SIEMENS ENERGY, INC., HOUSTON, TEXAS, 

AND THE CITY OF VINELAND FOR FALL OUTAGE 

SUPPORT FOR UNIT 11 AND CLAYVILLE 

GENERATING STATIONS IN AN AMOUNT OF 

$452,402.55 PURSUANT TO A LONG TERM SERVICE 

AGREEMENT. 

WHEREAS, the City of Vineland has entered into a Long Term Service Agreement with 

Siemens Energy, Inc. Houston TX.(Siemens) for Fall Outage Support for Units 11 and Clayville 

Generating Stations pursuant to a Long Term Service Agreement; and  

WHEREAS, the services to be provided are proprietary in nature and are in furtherance 

of a Long Term Service Agreement and therefore are exempt from public bidding in accordance 

with N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5 et seq.; and  

WHEREAS, Siemens has provided a quotation for Fall Outage Support  for Units 11 and 

Clayville Generating Stations in accordance with the Quotation attached hereto and made a 

part hereof in the amount of $452,402.55 and 

WHEREAS, the Director of the Vineland Municipal Electric Utility has certified that the 

nature of the service falls within the exceptions of N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1)(m) and is requesting 

authorization for the execution of a contract with Siemens for Fall Outage Support for Units 11 

and Clayville Generating Stations in accordance with the Long Term Service Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, the availability of funds for payment to Siemens in accordance with the 

Contract have been certified by the Chief Financial Officer. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Council of the City of Vineland that the 

Mayor and Clerk are authorized to execute an agreement with Siemens Energy, Houston Texas 

for Fall Outage Support for Units 11 and Clayville Generating Stations in the amount 

of $452,402.55 in accordance with the Long Term Service Agreement.
