Disclosure of the minutes of the closed meeting authorized above between the Mayor,
Council of the City of Vineland, City Clerk and staff, Business Administrator and staff,
City Solicitor and staff, Director of the Department of Health, Chief Financial Officer
and staff and Law Firm of Kanner and Whiteley, LLC shall be made following a final
decision and determination of said matter excepting information which must remain
private.
