A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE 

SOUTHERN NEW JERSEY PERINATAL COOPERATIVE AND CITY OF 

VINELAND DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH FOR THE SEXUAL RISK 

AVOIDANCE EDUCATION PROGRAM (SRAE). 

WHEREAS, Southern NJ Perinatal Cooperative (SNJPC) will receive funding for a grant 

from the New Jersey Department of Health (NJDOH) to implement the approved Teen Outreach 

Program (TOP) and Love Notes curriculums to teens ages 10-14 in schools and community 

service organizations across the region; and 

WHEREAS, the main purpose of the grant is to delay initiation of sexual activity among 

teens 10-14, ultimately resulting in a decrease of unintended pregnancy and sexually transmitted 

disease in amongst older teens in Cumberland County, and specifically Vineland and Millville; 

and 

WHEREAS, SNJPC agrees to pay the City of Vineland, for the period of October 1, 2021 

through September 30, 2022, in an amount not exceed $60,000.00 for approved program and 

administrative expenses related to the delivery of the Programs as required; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Council of the City of Vineland that 

the Health Director or his designee are hereby authorized and directed to execute the Agreement 

and such other documents as required between the Southern New Jersey Perinatal Cooperative 

and the City of Vineland Department of Health to Developing and Implementing the Sexual Risk 

Avoidance Education Program (SRAE).

By September 30,2022, build and maintain a Youth Advisory Board
(YAB) consisting of 6-10 youth members in one of the designated
municipalities (Bridgeton or Vineland) and complete all YAB activities
outlined by the NJDOH

Vendor agrees to sahguard
and keep all data rogarding di€nts confld€nual and not to disclose such data (regardless of its
iorm) to any person or ontity othsr than SNJPC and DOH, in accordance with t€rms egtabllshod
in tho cliant conognt documont.

C. VCDH agrees to activoly participata in trainings, meetings and conferoncs calle
related tothe BPBFyTOP program plannlng and implementaton activities. EllEgtgDgZ wlllserve
as the agoncy representatlva who ls able to discuss VCDH funded services, which will be
submitted to SNJPC with tha signing of this subcontracl.

E, Quarledy lnvoic€s ar6 due to the SNJPC within 5 working days after th€ closs of the
quarter, or earlier if dsEmad so neoassary by lhs SRAE Proiect Dir€clor or Director of Finance,
due to NJOOH reportlng raqulromonts .

Fallure to perform data requiromants in a timely mann€r may result ln
the tsrmination of this subcontracl.

Agresmonl. Tha SNJPC Prorecl Dir€€tor, Cathy Butlor-Wrtt and Director of Finance, KathyBarry
should bo kopt informsd of staff vacancias and the status of hiring.

D. VCDH shall submit quarterly program progress reporb to SNJPC as required, Th6sE
quarterly program progrsEs roports 6hall lnclude: program plannlng and activllies, program
locetion, group type, numbaE of partlcipants, pro and post surveys, follow up data, and any othsr
data dBemod necessary by SNJPC and on behalf of NJDOH, for the operation of tha grant.
SNJPCwlll provldo VCHD with th6 spoclficatlons roquired to be lncluded lntheabove-
montioned roportS.



l. The term of thls Agreemont shall commence on th6 data sat forth sbovo and shall ramain in
6fisd untll SsptEmber 30, 2022 or unfll such tims that this Agroom6nt may ba modifisd or
lermlnalgd, or the funds obllgated to support thls A9r6€ment hav6 beon expendsd . This
Agrsemsnt may bo ronewsd by the psrtias, if furtherfundlng becomes available and the
Vendor has met all requiremenb listod in this Agroomsnt, including without llmita0on thoss
llstad In Ahb[ A.

J. Anything hsrein to the contrary notwithstanding, thl8 Agreamenl may terminatod tor any
reason by eithsr party upon thirly (30) days wrltten notice or immediatoly f either party for
any reason is unable to carry out the duties as statsd horain or if grant funding is altorod.
SNJPC may tgrmlnats this Agreement immediately if Vendor faib to comply wlth any of the
provisions of this agroemont. Any notic€ of termination under this provision shall specitt the
tgrmina$on date.

The foregolng indemnlficaflon shall includ6, wlthout limftration,
all costs and sxpensss including llnes, penallios, courl costB end attomeys f66s.

A. The parties agree that continuatlon of tundlng undor this Agroement is expressly depandant
upon tha availability offunds to the SNJPC trom the NJDOH, which will be basad upon
progress and satisfac-tory pertormance in lh6 previous y6ar, including flmely submission of

2. Ensuretha TOP curdculum includo tho following:

a. Atendance at allToP training programs

b. Secure a safe and suitable space for pogram activides that will accommodate a maxjmum of 25 stud€nb
and have room for break out acuvlties.

c, Assure that TOP groups can rl6et w66kly, at a d6signat6d time, for at least 40 minutes over a minimum of
th6 requirsd 25 waeks or whatever is dotorminsd to be appropriate for thatpllot.

d. Proyide incentives for yolth to maintain theh participation in lhaseries.

e. Distrlbute program materlals.

3, Attgnd Love Not6s curdculum training and adhsr€ to the programfidelity.

4. By September 30, 2022, conduct at least threo Teen Speak parent education ssri6s.

5. By Septemb€r 30, 2022, reviow and update as noeded, youth rosoutca dirBctoryfor each municipality.

6. Through Soptsmber 30, 2022, with input from th€ local school-based youth sorvicas and teen oufeach
community, dooJm€nt efforts to include representation of tBons fmm the LGBTQ community.

9. Though S.ptamber 30,2022, attend alllolntstafiand supeNlsory meetng, planning ac1!viti6s, webinars and
technical assistance sesslons.

10. Through S€pt8mber 30, 2022, provide all requlred tsacklng and reporting documonl,ation as required by
SNJPC, for program regislration, ongoing activities and followup.

11. By September 30, 2022, build and maintain a Youth Advisory Board (YAB) consisting of 6-10 youth membeB in
one of the designated municipalities (Bridgeton or Vinehnd) and complete allYAB activities outlined by the NJDOH,

7. Through Soptemb€r30, 2022, participate ln designated planning gfforts, cutriculum r€visw and development,

training, promolional and piloting actMti€s rolated to implementation of the SRAE TOP for middle schools.

8. Through S6pt6mbEr 30,2022, provide quad€rly fiscal rsports and r€ports, using th6 schsdule ouflinsd in lll 5. of 0lis

agreement These requirements remaln sub,ect to any nsw chenge to accommodate any additional requiremsnts

issued fiom NJDOH.



B. lt is expr€ssly agreed and undeEtood that Vendor and its agents are acting and p6rforming
and independent contactors and nothing lnthis AgreemEnt shall beconstrued as creaflng an
amployee/employer relationship, a ioint venfure or otherwise.

D' This Agreement shall be lnterpreted and construed ln accordance wlth the laws of lhe state of Nsw
J6tsey, without regad to choice of law principles. Not€iver ofa broach of any provislon ofthis
Agreemant shall bs conskued to bg a waiver of any br€ach of any other provision of this Agreement
or of any succeeding breach of any provision of this Agr€ement.

F. Any notice requlred or permltted under this Agreement must be given by the parties ln writing
personally or by certfied mail or ovemight courier service, relurn receipt requestod at the
addressss set forth abovo.
