Resolution No. 2016-316, authorizing special law enforcement
officers for the year 2016, was added. Resolution No. 2016-317, approving membership of Daniel A. Civinski
to Fire Company Number 4, was added. Resolution No. 2016-318, authorizing the execution of a seventh
amendment to the redevelopment and participation agreement by and between the City Council of the City of
Vineland as the Redevelopment Entity and Landis Senior Urban Renewal Partners LLC, was added.
